Traditional Croatian Tattoos

In this final thesis, we are introduced to the term of tattoos throughout the history as we try to
discover how this custom expanded to Bosnia and Herzegovina territory and how it became a
part of the Croatian Catholic population. An attempt is made to demonstrate the making of a
traditional tattoo, with a description of all elements that are necessary for its creation, such as
tools, color, at what age you are allowed to get a tattoo, who makes it, and where. The data
vary according to the area so it is possible to notice similarities and differences between them.
This thesis also examines whether this custom has a future through documented materials, or
at least through the memory of younger generations on their ancestors.
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
